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INTERNATIONAL PLAYWRIGHTS’ FORUM
Submit your work for THE PLAYWRIGHTS' FORUM

Submission deadline: August 31, 2010.
PLEASE NOTE:  THIS YEAR, THE PLAYWRIGHTS’ FORUM WILL BE ADJUDICATED IN A BLIND JURYING.  There will be three anonymous judges -- two from our membership and one theatre producer outside of AJT, none who will be submitting their own work. We will be selecting 10 short pieces for the night of the forum in a concert/staged reading. They will be directed and performed by theatre professionals in Chicago on Friday night November 12. They must have Jewish or Israeli content. Please see the Submission Guidelines below. Decisions will be made by September 30.

We project that each member will have 5-7 minutes (1200 word limit) of presentation time. This includes both set-up and reading time. Scenes will be read by professional actors.
You must be a paid-up member of AJT, intend to register for the full conference upon selection and be able to attend the evening of the Playwrights’ Forum.

SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

· A 5-7 minute selection utilizing NO MORE THAN 3 ACTORS 
· Have your name and contact information in a cover letter when you submit.
· Remove your name from the title page and on any headers and footers. 
· Send a full script or a summary of the script – full length or one acts accepted
· Only one submission per playwright
· Production history (if any)
· Playwright Bio 100 words or less
· Play Description:  50 words or less

· Cast breakdown (no more than 3 actors): including age descriptors to ensure best casting
· Introduction to Scene: Three to four descriptive sentences, to be read by the MC
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 PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING:
Event Locations and Transportation: Conference events will be held mostly in the Lakeview/Lincoln Park area which is walking distance from the hotels; and at Lookingglass Theatre in downtown Chicago. We will have a van from the hotels to shuttle people on Friday to Lookingglass and Sunday if we go to an off-site location. There is also convenient public transportation from the hotels that go directly to Lookingglass Theatre and DePaul University campus. More specific transportation information will be in your Conference Packet for you to get when you arrive.

Chicago Evening Performances: When we process your registration for the conference we will then send you information for obtaining free and/or discounted tickets to Chicago theatre the evenings of Thursday, Nov 11; Saturday, Nov 13; and Sunday, Nov 14.
